Code of Conduct for Coaches
- Be aware of, and adhere to, the principles of child protection and the club child protection policy

-Consider the well-being and safety of players before results and performance.

-Promote the positive aspects of the sport such as honesty and fair play and respect of other players and officials.

-Lead by example. Avoid bad language and unnecessarily rough behaviour.
-Agree and communicate squad policy with regard to participation in matches and festivals to ensure fairness and avoid frustration. Give all players the opportunity to play, unless specifically agreed otherwise (ie fielding strongest side to win a key match)
-Develop communication with parents/guardians to promote better understanding and reliable arrangements. Establish a mechanism such as email list or phone tree for advising the squad of forthcoming arrangements.
-Follow all guidelines laid down by RFU and keep abreast of rule changes.

-Make every effort to achieve and maintain the appropriate qualifications

.Ensure squad members follow club rules, for example with regards to subscriptions, kit and behaviour

-Encourage parents to become involved, either directly with training or indirectly, for example fund raising and team management.
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
