More About The Club

You will find Kesteven to be one of the friendliest clubs around. Although that does not stop us from also being one of the most successful. The junior club started only 14 years ago and yet now has about 300 members. The teams are made up of school year age groups, so someone in year 7 will be an under 12 for example.

 Tag (touch) rugby is played until under 8 and from then on it is full contact. All aspects of tackling and scrummaging are taught with safety in mind.
Most squads have between 20 and 30 players. During the season, training and matches against other clubs alternate week by week. Each team also takes part in several festivals and tournaments throughout the season.  Older age groups sometimes go on tour, recent destinations include Norfolk, North Yorkshire, Scotland, the Isle of Man and France.

Recently we have hosted visiting teams from Hertfordshire and Madrid.
Everything at the club is run by volunteers, most of whom are mums and dads of the players. There are no weekly costs, just a once a year registration fee to the RFU of £40 (less for just part of the season) -this also covers insurance and food at all matches.

If you are not sure, come along any Sunday and take a look. Train for a few times and if you like it, join! 

Wear sports gear and dress according to the weather. When it’s warm and dry trainers are ok, but as soon as it gets wet and slippery you will need (football) boots. Plenty of cheap and second-hand kit is always available.
